I. Call to Order

 President Helen Reid called the meeting to order at 1:20PM.

V. Officer/Board Member Reports

A. President – Helen Reid 

H. Reid presented on the

· That she will be attending the N-OADN convention.  There was a question as to whether the state Presidents are invited to the Board meeting prior to the convention.

· Nursing Legislative Agenda coalition (NLAC) which included discussion on the changes in Standards of Practice Article 217, Advance Practice Nurse (APN) title rules, Board of Medical Examiners proposed medical devise rule, the Texas Higher Coordinating Board requests for money for dramatic growth funds and faculty salaries, required funding for criminal background checks for new LVNs and then all nurses as they renew licenses, increase the Board of Nurse Examiners for the State of Texas (BNE) Executive Director’s salary, additional funds for Texas Peer Assistance Programs for Nurses (TPAPN),licensing of surgical technologists with the circulator being an RN, extend multistate licensing, the Unlicensed Assistive Personnel (UAP) under the BNE, more supervision for the Certified Nurse Registered Anesthetist (CRNA), and Nursing Peer Review changes.

· ACE Committee included discussion of the revised Rule 215 and creation of Rule 214 for LVN education and Distance Education Initiatives regarding extension programs.  Changes will go to the Board in October 2004.  Additional details are in attachment 1.

B. President-Elect – Jere Hammer

Jere presented topics as are documented on attachment 2.    The reports were from various meetings that she had attended over the last several months. She also shared comments made to a question posed by Karen Love and responses.  Jere shared the Spring Convention brochure—Mapping Our Destiny-- for members to review.    The fees will be increased to $150.00 for the conference and new membership if postmarked before January 31, 2004 and $175.00 if postmarked after January 30, 2004.  All members were pleased with the brochure for the Spring Convention.

C. Secretary – Darlene Cantu 

D. Cantu had no business to report at this meeting.

D. Treasurer – J. Mathis

J. Mathis reported that there were 53 people registered for tonight’s Dinner meeting.  She also reported that she has been able to find a better interest rate, between 6 and 9%, from the Franklin Income fund for the T-OADN funds.  She has recommended to the board members to approve placing the T-OADN funds into a Money Market with Franklin-Templeton.  D. Cantu seconded the recommendation and board members unanimously approved it.  J. Mathis stated that she would have the 2004 budget updated by December 2004 and the 2005 budget for the Spring Convention.  She will add a line item on Research as the membership verbalized interest in awarding research monies as part of a future project.  A suggestion was made to form an Ad Hoc Committee for Research.  Lula Peyalo, Helen Reid, and Shirley Morrison volunteered to be members of this committee.

presented the By-Laws from N-OADN.   See attachment 4.  She reported that membership lists were incomplete in August 2004 from N-OADN.  Lula Pelayo discussed a strategy to advance the Associate Degree Nurse.  She discussed an interest in developing a generic CD to present the unique characteristics of the ADN graduate nurse.  She was interested in hearing how many colleges were interested in working to develop the CD.  A suggestion was made to place this item on the website and assess interest.
