Buddy Herrington Herrington has officially resigned as president elect.  Pat    

Morgan recommended that Helen Reid assume the office of president-elect.  The    Board unanimously approved the recommendation.

B. Secretary – Bonnie Higgins – no report

C. Treasurer – Darlene Nebel Cantu -  will continue to use Educational Credit Union in Fort Worth.  There is no service charge and it can be continued to be used by incoming treasurers.  An updated financial report as of October 10,2001 (see Attachment B) was given. The amount listed under the line item Camera will be moved to the newsletter column, as it was purchased for the newsletter/website.  The recommendation was made that $55,000 be moved from checking to savings so that there would be an increase in interest earned (from 1% to 2%).  $20,000 will put in CDs.  The treasurer will use discretion in the staggering of the investment in CDs. An attempt will be made to maintain only a total of $15,000 in both the savings and checking.  The remainder will be invested in CDs.  A reminder was made to increase projected expense to the line item for National Annual Meeting in order to send both the president and president-elect.  Newsletter/web may need to be moved under the routine expense rather than the income producing section as it does not generate any funds.  

D. Newsletter–Website – Jere Hammer – The fall newsletter is in production.  Jere is receiving email from people saying they want to be a nurse.  Jere is responding to them with recommendations to other websites to answer their questions.  In the future she will put information about meetings on the website.

E. Director at Large – Membership/Marketing-Carol Hodgson

(see attachment C).   There are 32 agency members, 84 individual and associate members (up 6 from last spring) in T0ADN.  A total of 116 members.  Bonnie made the recommendation that at some time in the future TOADN might consider having a permanent PO Box.

F. Director at Large-Bylaws/Resolution-Shirley Morrison 
In the 2/20/02, by laws, pg 4, under ballot make the following editorial correction – “…willing to serve if elected. A list of candidates shall…”

Committee Reports

A. Nominating –Fran Rettig
Tonight, Fran will be soliciting for nominees to run for: the newsletter/website director, director at large for membership and marketing, and 3 for the nomination committee.

B. ACE Committee (BNE) – Rosie Garcia, Helen Reid –     Rule 215was reviewed.  (see attachment D).  The committee were asked to look more at outcomes.  Suggestion were: if you have full approval that you should be able to expand the program without going through the board, and Distance Education Intiatives would no longer have a separate pass rate.  The BNE staff had some concerns.   

C. Nursing Education Policy Coalition (TNA) – Lula Pelayo/Marla Cottenoir  Lula reported that the nursing shortage was discussed including faculty, and overload pay (some schools refused the money last year because they did not want to pay just the nursing faculty more salary)  at present there are no allocations.  Innovation grants have no allocation for this year.  The committee reviewed the goals. TLN will be disbanding in the spring, so the committee will loose those two representatives.  Dues will need to be sent, hopefully the bill will be sent to Darlene.  In the next legislative cycle, the focus will be on faculty salary.
